GEOGRAPHY

Located just 9 miles off Maui’s west coast, Lana'i is

13 miles wide by 18 miles long. At just 141 square miles,
it is the smallest of the main Hawaiian Islands.

Lana'iis part of Maui County, which also includes Maui
and Moloka'i.

The only town on Lana'i is Lana’i City.

CLIMATE

Weather on Lana'i is pleasant year-round, with
temperatures ranging from 60 to 80 degrees Fahrenheit.
